A Few Words from the Pastor:

ASH WEDNESDAY MASS — The holy season of Lent begins
on Wednesday, March 1, with our 8:30AM and 6:00PM
Masses with the distribution of ashes. Following evening
Mass we will have our traditional Lenten soup supper in
the cafeteria. Please plan on beginning your Lentin a
prayerful manner, with wonderful fellowship to follow!

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE IN LENT - Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence
for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obliga-
tory days of abstinence. For members of the Latin Catho-
lic Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory from age
18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat
one full meal. Two smaller meals may also be taken, but
not to equal a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence
from meat are binding upon members of the Latin Catho-
lic Church from age 14 onwards. If possible, the fast on
Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy
Saturday night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the suffer-
ing and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves
to share more fully and to celebrate more readily his Res-
urrection.

STATIONS & BIBLE STUDY THIS LENT - We would like to
place a greater focus on the Stations of the Cross, a ven-
erated tradition in the Catholic Faith in which we journey
with Christ to Calvary. Stations are observed each Friday
of Lent at 7:00 PM. Following Stations, there will be an
adult bible study of the Passion narratives, to be held in
the parish center. Mark your calendar and make a men-
tal note to walk in the steps of Jesus this Lent.

SMALL LENTEN GROUPS AGAIN THIS YEAR — As in previ-
ous years, we are encouraging parishioners to participate
in our small group discussions during Lent. As a resource
we will be using a booklet entitled Live Lent, which is
based upon the Sunday readings. The sign-up sheets are
in the Gathering Space, as well as copies of Live Lent. Let
this be your best Lent ever!

OPERATION RICE BOWL — This Lent we will again be par-
ticipating in Operation Rice Bowl. Your generosity for
those most in need is so very much appreciated. Rice
Bowls will be distributed in the Gathering Space.

COMMEMORATING OF THE REFORMATION - All are in-
vited to an ecumenical worship service celebrating the
500" anniversary of the Reformation, to be held at 2pm
on Sunday, February 26, 2017 at First Lutheran Church in
Altoona, PA (1401 12" Ave, Altoona PA). A highlight of
this service will be the proclamation by Bishop Michael
Rhyne of the Allegheny Lutheran Synod, and Bishop Mark
Bartchak of the multiple points of agreement on ministry,
mission, and Eucharist upon which Lutherans and Catho-
lics agree.

TRAVEL PLANS — We would like to plan an overnight trip
this spring to New York City, with St. Patrick’s Cathedral,
the Cloisters Museum, and the World Trade Center Mu-
seum as our prime destinations as well as a Broadway
show. Stay tuned! Also, we are considering a pilgrimage
to the Holy Land in May of 2018. More information on
both trips will be forthcoming!
